New Business

Budget Review
Glenn Johnson reviewed the 2009 budget summary document and responded to questions from the group. The budget

was approved by members as written. Subscriptions are being sent early this year. The group was reminded of the new
mailing address for the Alliance. Reserve funds are very low and Glenn stressed the importance of needing a strong
response to the subscription request before the end of March in order for the Alliance to remain solvent.

Maintenance Initiative

Steve Ames reported on the maintenance network meeting held, Thursday, January 29 in conjunction with the Alliance
quarterly meeting. There were 28 attendees to the meeting with good representation from other alliances nationwide.
The group briefly reviewed the previous meeting topics and worked on a path forward. The group will work as an ad-
hoc committee of the Alliance with CAPT, Inc. Steve stated we need more participants to help work on this initiative.
The committee hopes to meet monthly during this year.

CAPT Update
Steve Ames, Secretary for CAPT, Inc. reported on the results of the August 2008 court hearing. Both parties were

mandated by the judge to begin mediation. Draft agreements have been written, CAPT, Inc. has reviewed them and
they have been sent back to CAPT COM. This process is currently ongoing.
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Quarterly Meeting Registration Fee

Martha McKinley surveyed the voting members by email on the topic of increasing the meeting fee to $50.00 or,
eliminating the paid luncheon. The majority of surveyed members were in favor of increasing the meeting fee. The
meeting fee has only been increased once during the Alliances’ past years of existence, with food and room costs
escalating every year. Given the information in the budget documentation, the quarterly meetings have been in the
“red” since 2004. A motion was made by Mark Demark to increase the meeting fee to $50.00. It was seconded by Jay
Gross; there was no other discussion and the motion passed with 21 voting for and 0 opposed to the increase.

The meeting discussion also brought forth various ideas and feedback from the attendees about other places to meet
that would be more cost effective to the Alliance. Martha will follow up with individual participants to get these ideas
documented.

Membership Committee

A membership committee is being formed to help recruit new members. This committee will also serve as greeters in
the Alliance quarterly meetings to ensure new members make networking contacts and are introduced on a personal
level to other attendees. This group will serve as an ad-hoc committee through the Public Affairs committee for one
year. Results will be reviewed after that time to see if the committee will stay in place.

The meeting adjourned at 11:45 a.m. Members shared networking opportunities during lunch.
